How to reach the conference location:

DICTAP will take place on the Dijon campus of the University of Burgundy. More precisely in the institute called “ IUT de Dijon” located in  Boulevard du Docteur Petitjean (Front entrance) and  Rue Edgar Faure (Back entrance)

How to access the Campus de Dijon? 


Bus network DIVIA deserves this campus. With 6 lines with high level of service, students from the town can count on a bus every 3-10 minutes during the day from 5:45 to 0:30 Monday through Saturday and every 20 to 40 minutes after 21h and Sunday. 

Due to work in progress on the tramway, there is no more bus stop at train station. If you come from the train station, you should walk to SQUARE DARCY where you can catch either bus LINE 1 or LINE 5. Line 5 is more convenient to reach IUT de Dijon.
