Oportunities and Challenges in Information Communication Technology for the Economy of Rural Bangladesh 

 The talk will outline the progress made thru ICT in gradual economic growth in Rural Bangladesh. The results will be presented with a developing economic model for various technology solutions. As for example, a business model of a portable clinic which will be equipped with portable diagnostic tools (ECG, BP, Sugar, Temperature, etc), and simulataneously connected to the specialists in the capital Dhaka and the nearest health care facility, will be analyzed for multiple scenarios of business. The flow of services and revenue for each solution will be shown. Another concept is e-village data-book which will keep records of vital health and other statistics. The recorded vital data can be used to support rural financial, agricultural services as well as sold to outsiders, creating service and employment in the village. In the process, the best practices from other sources may be imported to enhance rural ICT services to enhance rural economy. The proposed will be generalized for other developing countries for possible adoption.
